As soon as you enter, the large entrance hall (13 m?) sets the tone of the house with its charm and character.

On the left, a newly fitted and fully equipped kitchen (22 m?) with a new wood-burning stove, both functional
and modern. On the right, a bright and spacious living room (24 m?), extended by a welcoming dining room (26
m?), perfect for entertaining family and friends. This area opens onto a beautiful 26 m? terrace with
unobstructed views, sheltered from prying eyes.
